Child Program. We are happy to say we have matched 131 boys and girls

with their forever families so far this year from both our Great Wall

list and the Shared List!!! 

We are continuing to seek families for the children designated to Great

Wall's agency specific list of Waiting Children.  We have been able to

find families for several of our little ones, but there are still many

waiting for their forever families.  If you have submitted a Waiting

Child application, you have been given access to this list of children

and their brief profiles.  We encourage you to again look at this list

of children to see if there is a child you feel may be a good match for

your family.  We have done extensive research on each child's diagnosis,

so if you have any specific questions about their diagnoses, do not

hesitate to contact us with questions! 

On an ongoing basis, we utilize the parameters you have specified on

your Waiting Child Application to look for appropriate families for the

children on the list. The Shared list of children is ever-changing as

children are added by the CCAA and matched by both Great Wall and other

agencies. Approximately once a month, the CCAA adds new children's files

to the Shared Agency List. When these children are added, we use your

applications on file to try to match these beautiful children with our

families. 

The CCAA continues to add children to the shared list on a regular

basis.  Many of these children are over the age of 4.   Many of the

children are of an age or have special needs that do not match

applications we have on file.  If you would like any information on any

of these types of special needs, please do not hesitate to contact us. 

These little ones have special needs including, but not limited to: 

1. Brain malformations/underdevelopment

2. Physical and Developmental Delays

3. Cerebral Palsy of varying severities

4. Spina Bifida of varying severities

5. Hepatitis B combined with other special needs (ie: Cleft Lip/Palate)

6. Multiple special needs

7. There are many older boys (over the age of 5) waiting to be placed

with their families.  These boys have varying special needs; some very

minor or corrected, and some boys are listed as being healthy. 

If you currently have an application on file, it will be taken into

consideration as we review the files for the children while seeking

families for these little ones. If you would like to update your

application to include any other special needs, please let us know

immediately! 

If you have not filled out a Waiting Child Application, but think you

may be open to considering a child with a special need, we are always

open to discuss the program and the children. We encourage families who

are interested in the program to complete an online application for us

to have on file and review each month when the files and information on

these children are added to the system.
